Dear Parents/Guardians,

Assessment and accountability are very much a part of education in the United States.  It seems almost daily when you pick up the newspaper or turn on the news, discussions are held about education and the achievement of our children. At Memorial we are proud of our staff and student accomplishments, exceeding the PA Department of Education’s expectations of AYP – Adequate Yearly Progress for many years now. With federal legislation dictated by the No Child Left Behind Act, public schools are required to measure performance standards and adequate yearly progress.  

To be able to determine strengths and weaknesses in academic areas of each child, the District will conduct several assessments throughout the year, the first being the 4-Sight Benchmark Assessment. 4-Sight is a correlated assessment to the PSSA Math and Reading Tests that children in grades 3-8 and 11 will take in the spring. The 4-Sight assessment predicts achievement level on the PSSA.

We will be administering the baseline 4-Sight assessment in third and fourth grade this week. The results of this test will help us to determine where your child is in relation to the PSSA and will allow our teachers to modify their daily instruction to focus on the area(s) where your child may need additional instruction, and skills practice.

We ask that you speak to your child about the importance of doing their best on the test, but at the same time, remaining relaxed. Please feel free to call my office if you have any questions.
